10 REASONS TO END THE OVERSIZE VEHICLE ORDINANCE


1. The OVO is poor legislation. It has progressed no further than a draft mode in over six years of debate.   Stop wasting time and money.  The city can’t keep the sewers and streets in repair and don’t even mention the city pension fund. 

2. It is NOT needed.  The city has authority to restrict parking under CVC 22507.   The current 72 hour parking restrictions are in place for all vehicles.  We do not have a parking problem, we have an enforcement problem.  Change the way the 72 hour rule is enforced.

3. The City Council has never done its home work on the issue.  Twice asked in City Council meetings if a study had been done in its ramifications and twice the response was NO.  Simply, there is nowhere to put the displaced vehicles.  

4. Immediate access in case of emergencies.  San Diego’s history of fires and recent earthquakes only emphasize the need to have food, water, shelter, and power readily available.  An RV provides all of those needs. 
5. Every vehicle pays their share of sales tax and registration fees for the right to drive and park upon the roadways.  To lessen that right would necessitate a reduction in those fees.  Is the city ready to meet that burden?

6. The effects on travel and tourism.  It has been reported that beach crowds are down overall.  Fewer visitors mean fewer tax dollars and less money for the city coffers.  The OVO would only compound the issue.
7. The business community has no clue as to how a city wide ban on overnight parking would destroy them.  Big and small businesses alike would be affected.

8. The proposed permit system for RVs is unfair.  The time restrictions suggested are unrealistic and the limited number takes away our constitutional right to free movement.  We already pay fees (see item #5).   Often the smaller RV is the sole vehicle for some households.
9. San Diego city and county has a broad range of businesses in the sales and service of both trucks and RVs.  Any decline caused by the OVO would have a ripple effect throughout the economy.  

10. The cost of implementing the OVO city wide has been estimated at close to TWO MILLION dollars.  The city can ill afford such an expense to enact a needless ordinance.
