As this issue is brought before you today, R.V.’s United for Fair Parking (RVUFFP) and the Good Sam Recreational Vehicle Club, welcome your involvement and are willing to assist in any way, shape, or form.

As you investigate this issue, we would suggest that complete answers to the following questions be obtained and fully evaluated before any recommendations are made to any entity.

COSTS TO CITY $$$$

Can the city afford the costs of implementing such an ordinance?

Has it been determined what signage and how many signs will be needed to comply with CVC 22507 posting of signs?

What will be the cost of such undetermined signage?

Can the city avoid the court problems the city of Santa Barbara faces in their efforts to meet CVC 22507 mandates?

OFF SITE STORAGE

How many spaces are currently available to store over an estimated 100,000 RVs? 

What can and will the city do to expand this availability?

Will the RV owner have unrestricted access to his/her RV and will it be within a reasonable distance?

Can the consumer afford the top dollar some places demand?

OUT OF TOWN GUESTS (RV OWNERS)

What will the impact be on San Diego tourists?

What perceptions will they leave with and will they return?

LOCAL RV RELATED INDUSTRIES

What potential impact will such an ordinance have on the local economy?

Will sales of new RVs be affected?

Will there be a flood to sell off existing units?

Could such an ordinance lead to layoffs within the industry?

PRIVATE BUSINESS

Where will the small businessman be able to park his plumbing, handyman, or tree-trimming vehicle if it meets the definition of an oversize vehicle?

Can he afford the time and expense to park it elsewhere?

What if there is no ELSEWHERE?

COMMERCIAL BUSINESS (INDUSTRIAL AREAS)

Will the business be able to expand any off street parking?

Can he/she afford the expense of acquiring more land if even available?

What will those increased cost mean to the consumer?

PERMIT SYSTEM FOR OVERNIGHT RV PARKING

Can the city legally restrict the number of permits issued?

Can a functioning permit system be developed to satisfy overnight RV street parking?

What of those who don’t own a computer to download permits?

What if a last minute situation arises? 

ENFORCEMENT

Will the city delay enforcement of any ordinance?

How will 100,000 RVs disappear overnight?
