Oversized, Non-Motorized, and Recreational Vehicles

Proposed Parking Ordinance
Oversized Vehicles:
No parking within 50’ of intersections and alleys

Exceptions:

· Loading/unloading

· Providing of service

· Vehicles engaged in the construction, operation, removal, or repair of utility or public utility in accordance with Vehicle Code Section 22512.
· Commercial loading zones
Tractor-Trailers and Buses:
4-hour time limit parking

No parking 10 PM to 6 AM

No parking within 50’ of intersections and alleys

Exceptions

· Loading/unloading

· Providing of service

· Vehicles engaged in the construction, operation, removal, or repair of utility or public utility in accordance with Vehicle Code Section 22512.

· Schools buses engaged in transportation of students

· Youth buses engaged in activity

· Commercial loading zones
Non-Motorized Trailers (attached or unattached):

· No time limit 6 AM to 10 PM

· No parking 10 PM to 6 AM

· No parking within 50’ of intersections and alleys

Exceptions:

· Loading/unloading

RVs

Without Permit

· No time limit 6 AM to 10 PM

· No parking 10 PM to 6 AM

· No parking within 50’ of intersections and alleys

Permit required for overnight parking and is available for residents and guest as follows:

Permit:

· Application and fee

· Proof of residence

· Proof of ownership

· Directly in front of residence

· Up to 72 overnight stays per year with a maximum of three consecutive overnight stays per permit.
· A minimum of one night away after three consecutive overnight stays before next permit is used.
· The vehicle shall not be used for overnight camping, lodging, or for accommodation purposes.

· The City Engineer may issue a permit for parking within 50’ of intersections based on safety analysis on a case by case basis.

Guest Permit:

· Same rules as above. In addition:

· Available only for guests and visitors of City residents, who reside outside the County.

· Guest permits are counted as part of the total 72 overnight stays available for a City resident.
· Certification by the City resident that permit is being issued is for a guest or a visitor of the City resident.

· The vehicle shall not be used for overnight camping, lodging, or for accommodation purposes.

Definitions:
· Oversized vehicle means any vehicle that exceeds 22 feet in length or 7 feet in height (including any attached trailers, vehicles or loads thereon). An oversized vehicle does not include a Recreational Vehicle.
· Non-Motorized Vehicle has the same meaning as in Vehicle Code Section 630 except for a boat and trailer combination.
· Recreational vehicle means:
i. Any camp trailer, camper, trailer coach, or house car, as defined in Vehicle Code sections 242, 243 and 635 or California Health and Safety Code section 18010; or
ii. A boat and trailer combination.
· Tractor-Trailer means the combination of a truck tractor as defined in Vehicle Code Section 655 and a semitrailer as defined Vehicle Code Section 550.

Permit Process:

The permitting process will be for recreational vehicles (Boats and RV's) allowing them to park in front of the registered owner's (RO) home from 10pm to 6am. Each permit is good for one day (8 hours) only. The registered owner will be limited to 72 permits a year. There will be a transaction cost of $3.00 per transaction. The RO can purchase multiple permits per transaction.

The RO must register for the program in person before they are allowed to access the online permit issuing system. Hopefully, citizens can register at any police substation, Community Service Center, as well as Parking Management. The online system will accept credit cards only (Branded Visa/Mastercard) The (RO) will be responsible for printing the permit and affixing it to a predetermined location. Each permit will have a tracking number, and be coded by month (color or numbering system). 

The online system will compile a daily list of permits issued, which will be used by enforcement officers. Enforcement will be complaint driven. The application will have capabilities for staff to track number of permits sold altogether, by time frame (day, week, or month), and by street, zip code, RO, type (RV or Boat) and if possible council district. 

 
The system is anticipated to issue at least 50,000 permits the first year, and 75,000 permits the second year.
